Advice for Students

Malaysian Passport Renewal

renew their

All Malaysians are advised to
passports before six (6) months of expiration
date. The documents needed for the renewal of
new passport are as follows:

i) Current Passport and copy of passport;

ii) Copy of Birth Certificate;

iii) Copy of Malaysian Identification Card (IC);

iv) Valid Russian Visa;

v) Russian Immigration Card;

vi) Authentication Letter from Company (if
Working in Russia) or University (if Studying
in Russia); and

vii) Passport size Photo with White Background
(2).

Passport Renewal Application Form should be

completed in the Embassy and the charges for

passport renewal is Rbl.3,000.00. Process for the

Passport Renewal will take approximately 3

months.

Passport

Students must be attentive to their passport
expiration date and it is their responsibility to renew
it before the expiry date.

Visa

Students must be vigilant to their visa expiration
date and it is their responsibility to renew it before
the expiry date. For the purpose of student visa
prolongation, students must ensure their passport
validity is 18 months. Students also are required to
check thoroughly details of visa upon receiving it
from the Universities Dean’s Office.

Security

Students have to be careful and take good care of
their belongings in public places especially places
such as metro stations. Recently, there were a lot
of passport lost cases reported because of theft.
