All Malaysians are advised to register with the 

Embassy of Malaysia in Moscow. The registration 

could be made via: 

 

i) Ministry of Foreign Affairs website (E-consular 

service); or 

 
ii) Obtain the registration form from the Embassy 

and submit the completed registration form 

together with a copy of the passport and 

Mykad to the Embassy by hand or through e-

mail.

Passport 

 

Students must be attentive to their passport 

expiration date and it is their responsibility to renew 

it before the expiry date. 

 

Visa 

 

Students must be vigilant to their visa expiration date 

and it is their responsibility to renew it before the 

expiry date. For the purpose of student visa 

prolongation, students must ensure their passport 

validity is 18 months. Students are also required to 

check thoroughly details of visa upon receiving it 

from the Universities Dean’s Office.

Students have to be careful and take good care of 

their belongings in public places, especially places 

such as metro stations. Recently, there were a lot of 

passport lost cases reported because of theft.
