ABOUT MAMMADU ORPHANAGE CENTRE

Mammadu Orphanage Centre is a non-profit organisation that aims at improving Namibian
children’s present living condition and their future lives by meeting their basic needs such
as nutrition, health and hygiene; ensuring that each children attains an adequate education
level; promoting fundraising initiatives and projects with the contribution of donors and
sponsors; as well as organising voluntary work for those who willing to devote their abilities
and time to the children. Mammadu Orphanage Centre was founded in 2008 and registered
with the Ministry of Health and Social Services of the Republic of Namibia. The centre is located in Otjomuise, a shanty
town, 20 km away from the capital city of Namibia, Windhoek. In 2012, the Italian Association of African Experts (AIEA)
awarded Mammadu Orphanage Centre with the prize ‘People for Africa’ for their outstanding contribution in supporting
the African communities.
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Why Namibia?
+ According to Namibia Demographic Survey 2006, around 200,000 Namibian
children lives in a condition of extreme poverty and over 150,000 are orphans.

+* According to the statistic released by UNICEF Namibia in 2009, the infant
mortality rate under the age of 5 years is slightly less than 50 percent.

+ Namibia has one of the highest rates of infection for HIV/Aids in the world, which is
also a prevailing cause of death. The World Health Organization (WHO) estimated that by 2021, one child out of
three, under the age of 15, will be orphaned as a result of the infection.
