You may also leave copies of your itinerary, passport data page and visas with family or
friends, so you can be contacted in case of an emergency.

TRAVEL CHECKLIST

Malaysian citizens do not
need visa for tourist trips
to Brazil and Suriname of
up to 90 days and to Guy-
ana of up to 60 days.*

Your passport must be
valid. Many countries re-
quire travelers to have at
least 6 months validity on
their passports be-
yond their planned dura-
tion of stay. If your pass-
port expires in 6 months
or less you need to renew
it immediately.

Ensure your passport is
not about to run out of
pages for visas and/or
entry/exit stamps.

If you are traveling to
Brazil/Guyana/Suriname
for a short period
(tourism), please notify
the Malaysian Embassy in
Brasilia of your presence
in by sending your contact
details (contact numbers,
local address and contact
person) via email. You
may also leave copies of
your itinerary, passport
data page and visas with
family or friends, so you
can be contacted in case
of an emergency.

Malaysians are required
to get Yellow Fever vac-
cination before travelling
to South America
(including Brazil, Guyana
and Suriname). If a per-
son has never been im-
munized for Yellow Fever,
it is advised to get the
vaccine at least 10 days
prior to travelling. Carry
the International Immun-
ization Card for proof of
the Yellow Fever vaccina-
tion.

[Effective 22 June 2016,
booster doses or re-
vaccination for Yellow Fe-
ver will no longer be re-
quired. One dose of the
Yellow Fever Vaccine will
be valid for travel regard-
less of when the vaccine
was given. You are
encouraged to take other
vaccinations as well. Con-
sult your doctor on this
matter.]

Scan your identification
documents (i.e. passport,
IC) and email them to
yourself. Should you lose
your identification docu-
ment, you have a copy to
enable you to apply for an
Emergency Certificate (a
travelling document is-
sued by the Malaysian
Embassy to enable to you
return to Malaysia).

While in a foreign country
you are subject to its laws.
Look up information about
the places you plan to
visit, as well as travel
warnings, travel alerts and
local practices and cus-
toms.

Keep the contact details
of the Embassy with you
at all times.
