With more than 50,000 items in various formats, the collections are a pool of knowledge for anyone interested in conducting research on the historical and socal aspects of Malaysian leadership and national development.  

We will continue to build up both the physical and digital collections as well as link up with institutions holding similar collections. Efforts will also be spent to acquire publications from domestic sources and across Asia. This will allow the Library to not only perform its traditional role of preservation but also to serve as a knowledge gateway for content on Malaysia’s leadership and national development.
