Commenwealth Conference in 1989 has changed the perception of foreigners about Malaysia as a Third World Country as there are chances for them to see the advancement of Malaysia. 

Malaysia, as a neutral, non-aligned country has positioned itself to work with other Third World countries. And it was a good investment to Malaysia as we can find easy entries to other countries, we gain support in United Nations, being able to exchange information on how to run and develop a country, and there are business opportunities in those Third World countries as Malaysia is willing to hand a helping hand. 

In the end of his speech, Tun mentioned that Malaysia’s position in the international arena is that Malaysia is closer to these poor countries rather than the rich countries. Although Malaysia is independent financially, economically, and politically, Malaysia is still survive, and able to prosper.

In the Q&A session, Tun was asked about Look East Policy. Tun mentioned that Malaysia has decided upon Look East Policy to learn about work ethic and to convert an agriculture country into an industrialized country. And when Tun answered whether The Look East Policy still relevant today, he added that we are not learning not only from the right thing that people are doing, we also learn from people’s mistakes as well. He also said that although Malaysia is being critical to the West, it will not affect the trade by the US in Malaysia much because things produce here by American companies are to be exported to the US and these businessmen won’t allow criticism of their government to influence their thinking.
