Anwar will later join Kelantan Menteri Besar Nik Aziz Nik Mat and DAP national chief Karpal Singh in the 
concluding session of the convention at 3.40pm. 
 
Bersih chief S Ambiga and several other civil society leaders are also expected to address the gathering 
at 10.30am. 
 
The event will conclude with a mega rally featuring top Pakatan leaders including Anwar, Azizan and DAP 
adviser Lim Kit Siang, from 7pm to 11pm.  
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
