'You reap what you sow,' says minister on threats 

 

Imraz Ikhbal: I am Malay Muslim and I seek clarification from Housing and Urban 

Wellbeing Minister Abdul Rahman Dahlan on how exactly DAP has consistently 

attacked and offended Islam. 

 

I am aware of them attacking Umno for their racist, bigoted and oppressive stance. 

But Umno does not equal to Islam, does it?
