Former premier Dr Mahathir Mohamad is not one to refrain from taking questions on
politics and related issues. But today, he insisted that questions should be on the event he
attended.

Speaking to reporters at the Perdana University in Serdang, Mahathir, when asked to
comment on 1Malaysia Development Bhd (1MDB), said the firm was not related to the
university.
