Key issues raised by Dr M not addressed

Kim Quek: The Najib Razak TV interview on Thursday night demonstrates the immense
advantage of incumbency of the PM in an authoritarian country like Malaysia, where the
media is tightly under the control of the government.

Though Najib has practically talked only nonsense - as far as the accusations directed at
him are concerned - he was given exclusive prime-time TV coverage to answer questions
that were tailored-made to whitewash his enormous stains.
