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Why stop at hugging? Umno president Najib Abdul Razak and his party deputy Muhyiddin 

Yassin should also kiss each other. 

 

Umno vice-president Ahmad Zahid Hamidi made this suggestion in jest when asked to 

comment on an ultimatum by a Penang delegate at the ongoing Umno general assembly 

that Muhyiddin and Najib should hug and make up or be replaced. 

 

“Why just hugging? Kissing would be better,” quipped Zahid, to the amusement of media 

personnel covering his joint press conference with Umno vice-president Hishammuddin 

Hussein today.

Umno secretary-general Tengku Adnan Tengku Mansor yesterday confirmed that the 

Umno disciplinary board has commenced investigations into Muhyiddin’s speech made on 

Monday night.

into his brainchild, 1MDB. 
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
