This follows Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong’s Facebook status on Jan 9, wishing his 

counterpart who had undergone a minor surgery at the Kuala Lumpur Hospital a speedy 

recovery. 

 

Lee told his 934,996 Facebook likers: “PM Najib Razak had a minor surgery today to 

remove a small benign growth on his right hand. Glad to hear that it went well and was 

successful. Wishing him a speedy recovery and look forward to seeing him soon. – LHL”. 

 

Echoing Lee’s posting, which received 4,877 likes and 224 shares so far, Janarie Donald 

said: "Dear PM Hsien Loong, yes wishing him a speedy recovery. He is one of the friendliest 

persons in Malaysia to Singapore. I agree." 

 

Chee Ivan said: "Sir, so far this man is very friendly to our nation, thank you for telling us.
