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COMMENT Let me say that Sirul Azhar Umar’s outlandish revelation is simply unpalatable. 

 

I was shocked when I read the former police commando saying that Altantuya Shariibuu 

was not pregnant when she was murdered, after all these years. 

 

If this had come from a gynaecologist, it would have been more believable, but coming from 

a convicted murderer, I cannot help but to say that we are too far from the truth, not 

forgetting that this had come from one of the two men who had been convicted of the 

brutal murder. 

 

I congratulate Sirul for having a super powerful memory. The mysterious killing of the 

Mongolian model happened in 2006; unless Sirul has such a great memory, I wonder how 

he could remember the fine details of the incident.
