Don't negatively label Indians, Malays, Chinese, says Zahid
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Deputy Prime Minister Ahmad Zahid Hamidi said he does not want to see Malaysians being
branded with negative elements.

For example, he said, before this triads were often labeled towards the Indians, Malays are
synonymous with drugs while gambling is often linked to the Chinese community.
