Cher Hai, the brother of Beng Hock's wife Cher Wei, suffered minor injuries as a result of 

the fall and tore his jeans.

They are in Galas to meet with members of the cabinet and MPs to get support for their 

petition calling for the Independent Police Complaints and Misconduct Commission (IPCMC), 

a royal commission be set up to investigate death in custodial deaths, and the enactment of 

a Human Rights Act.
