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PAS members should not blindly follow their leaders in allowing DAP to insult Islam, Umno
Youth chief Khairy Jamaluddin said today.

He said PAS supporters should not keep mum with the antics of their leaders in condoning
the action by DAP as it could jeopardise the religion and their race.
