"We cannot say that the leadership of Ong Tee Keat or Ong Ka Ting to be the determining 

factor (in the general election), for we have to also consider other factors," Najib said. 

 

The prime minister said he would leave it to the MCA members to ensure that the party 

crisis would be resolved soon through new elections. 

 

"I leave it to the members to decide what is good for the party. 

 

"What is important is for the MCA internal crisis to end as soon as possible and for the new 

leaders to be accepted, not just by the party members but by the Chinese community as 

well," he said.
