However, the prime minister said he had yet to decide on who to field as the BN candidate. 

 

Muhyiddin to announce candidate 

 

MIC president S Samy Vellu had proposed party deputy president G Palanivel to contest the 

seat. 

 

Palanivel was the MP for Hulu Selangor for four terms since 1990 before he lost the seat in 

the general election in 2008.

The by-election has been necessitated by the death of PKR parliamentarian Dr Zainal Abidin 

Ahmad of brain cancer on March 25. 
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
