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KUALA LUMPUR – Whether Dr Koh Tsu Koon's completes two terms as Gerakan president is 

up to Gerakan's members, said former Gerakan president Dr Lim Keng Yaik. 

 

"If he leads Gerakan well, according to the party constitution, there should be no problem in 

him serving two terms (as president)," he told reporters after attending Gerakan's Life 

Members Council's annual general meeting at Wisma PGRM here today. 

 

Earlier, at a seprate press conference, Koh had had reiterated that he would not stay as 

president of Gerakan for more than two terms. 

 

Asked whether Koh could continue beyond two terms as he had come under flak lately over 

his perceived weak leadership, Dr Lim did not want say much except that he believed the 

party president would change. 

 

"Let's see, if he (Koh) does not change, I will be raising the issue of his leadership again, 

but Tsu Koon is a smart fellow," he said, according to Bernama. 

 

Koh, who took over the party's helm from Dr Lim in 2008, has of late been receiving 

criticism over his leadership from party members, with many describing him as a weak 

leader. 

 

The biggest blow came from Dr Lim himself, who quit as party advisor last month citing 

dissatisfaction in Koh's handling of party's affairs. 

 

Asked who could be the likely replacement for Koh, Dr Lim stressed that it would certainly 

not be his son, Gerakan Youth leader Lim Si Pin. 

 

"I don't know (who can take over) but it certainly won't be my son because he has 

announced that he will not be contesting any post in the next party election," he said.  
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
