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KUALA LUMPUR -- Umno president Najib Tun Razak has called on all Umno members to 

intensify efforts in preparing the party for the 13th General Election. 

 

"Sound the siren, beat the war drums and heat up the engines. Do not ever allow lies, 

falsehood and any attempt at fooling the people, to succeed.
