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KUALA LUMPUR -- The Umno Youth movement on Thursday decided to hold a gathering and 

procession too on July 9 to hand over a memorandum to the Yang di-Pertuan Agong to 

support the democracy system and the role and reforms carried out by the Election 

Commission (EC). 

 

Its head, Khairy Jamaluddin said among the matters to be highlighted in the memorandum 

was the issue on the transfer of voters carried out by the opposition in preparation for the 

next general election.
