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Enough talk, more 
action, says Abdullah 

E N O U G H talk, let's see more ac-
t ion. Tha t was the message f rom 
Pr ime M in i s t e r Datuk Ser i Ab-
du l l ah A h m a d B a d a w i t o Com-
monwea l th l eaders r e g a r d i n g 
h u m a n cap i ta l deve lopment . 

The P r i m e M in i s t e r to ld the 
execut ive session o f the C o m -
monwea l th Heads o f Gove rn -
ments Mee t ing here that the 
C o m m o n w e a l t h Secre tar ia t had 
to take the necessary measures 
to imp lement h u m a n cap i ta l de-
ve lopment in poor and develop-
ing m e m b e r countr ies . He sa id 
the p r o g r a m m e s must u n e a r t h 
sk i l l ed w o r k e r s and i m p a r t 
know ledge , espec ia l ly in the f i e ld 
o f sc ience a n d technology. 

"Deve loped nat ions in the Com-
m o n w e a l t h , too, shou ld be ready 
to t rans fer the i r technology that 
w i l l benefit the deve lop ing na-
t ions, " A b d u l l a h sa id at a Press 
conference after the f irst day of 
C H O G M 2005 last night . 

"On l y when the C o m m o n -
wea l th is w i l l i n g to imp l ement 
p r o g r a m m e s such as this w i l l 
efforts towards h u m a n cap i ta l 
deve lopment in deve lop ing na-
t ions become a real ity. Just l ip 
serv ice has no mean ing . " 

A b d u l l a h sa id this w h e n the 
execut ive session d iscussed in-
t e rna t i ona l t rade a n d the fears o f 
deve lop ing nat ions , ahead o f the 
Wor ld Trade Organ isa t i on meet-
i ng in Hong K o n g next month . 

T h e W T O issue, pa r t i cu l a r l y 
r e g a r d i n g ag r i cu l tu r e subs idy , 
caught the at tent ion of a l l the 
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heads o f government . The d is-
cuss ion that began in the af ter-
noon of the f i rst day of the re t rea t 
con t inued wi thout any c o n c l u -
s i on . 

Others w h o voiced their op in-
ion at the sess ion inc luded 
Br i t a in ' s P r ime M in i s t e r Tony 
B l a i r , w h o i s also the c h a i r m a n o f 
the E u r o p e a n Un i on , and Pak-
istani P r i m e M in i s t e r S h a u k a t 
A z i z . 

A b d u l l a h sa id other mat t e rs 
d i scussed at the execut ive ses-
s ion inc luded a l l ow ing Pak i s tan 
to a t tend C H O G M aga in fo l lowing 
its smooth r e - imp lementa t i on of 
democracy . 

However , C H O G M felt that 

heads o f government , w h o have 
execut ive powers , shou ld not 
l ead the m i l i t a r y and wanted 
Pak is tan ' s Pres ident Pervez 
M u s h a r r a f to adhere to this de-
c i s i on as soon as possible. 

"I gave my v i ews that the dis-
t r i bu t i on o f power in Pak is tan 
now has he lped the nat ion 
achieve po l i t i ca l stabi l i ty. Chaos 
is on the dec l ine . A l l this is due to 
M u s h a r r a f ' s l eade rsh ip o f Pak-
i s t an . 

" A t the same t ime, Pak is tan 's 
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n a n d economic de -
ve lopment has been left to its 
P r i m e M in i s t e r . My sugges t ion i s 
that the Commonwea l th Secre-
ta r i a t cont inue to deal w i th the 

Pak i s tan i Gove rnment to assist it 
in a l l aspects re la t ing to refor-
ma t i on and form a proper 
democracy there . ' ' 

The P r i m e M in i s t e r also he ld 
b i l a t e ra l ta lks w i th his counter-
par ts f rom New Zea l and , He l en 
C la rk , a n d Pakistan 's Az i z . In the 
m o r n i n g . A b d u l l a h he ld a dis-
cuss i on w i th the P r i m e M i n i s t e r 
o f Z a m b i a , Levy Pa t r i ck 
M w a n a w a s a . 

" C l a r k spoke about the A s e a n 
S u m m i t to be held in K u a l a 
L u m p u r next m o n t h , wh i l e A z i z 
thanked Ma lays ians for the as-
s is tance in cash and k i n d ex-
tended to the e a r t h q u a k e vic-
t ims . " sa id A b d u l l a h .
