Anwar: | went through worse time than Dr M

KUALA LUMPUR: The treat-
ment received by Tun Dr
Mahathir Mohamad now is
nothing compared to what the
former Prime Minister's critics
had to endure during his
administration, said Datuk Seri
Anwar Ibrahim.

"What Dr Mahathir is experi-
encing is minor compared to
what 1 had to go through," said

the former Deputy Prime

Minister.
