No move to
stopDrM
from being
voted in

KUALA LUMPUR: There has
been no instruction to prevent
Tun Dr Mahathir Mohamad
from being elected as a dele-
gate, said Umno Kubang Pasu
division chief Datuk Mohd
Johari Baharum.

"I have not been instructed by
the party chief to prevent Dr
Mahathir from being elected,
nor have I told members not to
vote for him. It was entirely up
to them," he said.

Johari, once Dr Mahathir's
political secretary, was com-
menting on the claim by the
former prime minister in yes-
terday's newspapers that Umno
leaders including party secre-
tary-general Datuk Seri Radzi
Sheilh Ahmad had tried to stop
Kubang Pasu Umno division
members from choosing him as
a delegate to the party's assem-
bly in November.
