PETALING JAYA: The country's 
top civil servant's post has been 
filled. 

Starting on Sunday, Tan Sri 
Mohd Sidek Hassan will serve 
as. the new Chief Secretary to 
the Government, taking over 
from Tan Sri Samsudin Osman 
whose contract ends tomorrow, 
according to a statement by the 
Prime Minister's Department 
yesterday. 

Mohd Sidek, 55, was appoint-
ed to the post by the Yang di-

lail. 

He previously served as 
International Trade and In-
dustry Ministry secretary-
general.
