"As for the issue on wakaf land, 
the federal government has 
allocated RM10 mil lion to develop 
wakaf lands which is aplenty in 
Penaga and George Town,'' he said. 

He said those are valuable lands 
which Could be used for 
development that wil l benefit the 
community. 

On the war ta Lebanon, 
Abdullah said he hoped the United 
Nations resolution on Friday would 
lead to a permanent ceasefire in 
Lebanon. 

"Although the resolution is not 
what Lebanon wanted. I hope the 
enforcement of the resolution 
would lead to a permanent 
ceasefire," he said. 

In Bagan Serai, Deputy Prime 
Minister Datuk Seri Najib Razak 
said yesterday Abdullah's position 
would not be easily threatened by 
anyone, as long as he received the 
strong support from atl levels in 
Umno. 

"In my view, his position is not 
easily threatened In anyone," he 
said at a news Conference after 
officiating the Bagan Serai Umno 
division delegates meeting.
