Lebanon and Palestine, Hisham-
muddin said the first act would
be to speak out strongly against
the United States' support of

Hishammuddin said the protest,

Asked if there was a possibility
of forming a relationship with
Hizbollah, Hishammuddin said
this was impossible as they were
identified as terrorists by the US.

"If the KPNI and Umno Youth
had its way, we would identify the
US and Israel as terrorists," he
added.

Giving the latest development
on the Barisan National parties'
youth wing international public
awareness campaign on the Is-
rael, Lebanon and Palestinian is-
sue, Hishammuddin said MIC
Youth chief S. Vigneswaran ar-
rived in New Delhi on Thursday.
