
BESUT: The Government has no 
intention to boycott goods from 
the United States and Britain to 
protest against the two coun-
tries' support for Israel's assault 
on Lebanon. 

"The action to boycott can 
backfire on Malaysia," Bernama 
quoted Prime Minister Datuk 
Seri Abdullah Ahmad Badawi as 
saying. 

He said those who called for a 
boycott should think it over 
very deeply. 

"We should not talk big and 
then backtrack when our action 
becomes a burden to us," he 
told reporters after performing 
the groundbreaking for the

He said the corridor would 
be fully funded and managed 
by Petronas and encompassed 
southern Kelantan, eastern 
Terengganu and northern Pa-
hang.
