
Support for 
Dr M causes 
rift in 
Promuda 
K U A L A L U M P U R : A group of 
young Malay professionals last 
night distanced themselves from 
a statement from their chairman 
supporting Tun Dr Mahathir Mo-
hamad's criticism of the Govern-
ment. 

Young Professional Chamber of 
Malaysia (Promuda) chairman 
Don Kahini told an English daily 
on Wednesday: "We in Promuda 
feel that most of the issues raised 
by Dr Mahathir were valid.
