
KUALA LUMPUR: The imple-
mentation of projects in the 9th 
Malaysia Plan (9MP) w i l l start 
next month, said Datuk Seri 
Abdul lah Ahmad Badawi. 

Reiterating that the Govern-
ment has the funds to imple-
ment the plan, the Pr ime 
Minister said the Government 
was not ly ing when it tabled 
the plan in Parliament. 

"We know w h e n we present-
ed the plan, we have the capa-
bility, the funds to implement 
it," he said at the Malaysian 
Malay Chamber of Commerce 
Entrepreneur Award yesterday.

force to be reckoned w i t h to 
help realise the Government 's 
aspiration. 

He said they had made 
tremendous progress since the 
launch of the N e w Economic 
Policy, and some had emerged 
as scientists and technocrats. 

If the two forces were mer-
ged, it cou ld give added 
strength to the nation, he said. 

He asked Bumipu t ra bus i -
nessmen to prepare themselves 
for the challenges of globalisa-
tion and trade liberalisation. 

Abdu l l ah presented s ix 
awards to entrepreneurs for 
excellence in various fields.
