Tan Sr i A z i z Tapa said that, 
despite the c r i t i c i sm, support 
for the Government must be 
u p h e l d as i t had p r o v i d e d 
considerable faci l i t ies for the 
people.

"Everybody can speak out, 
but w h e t h e r w h a t they say is 
good or not is left to those 
respons ib le - the admin is t ra -
tors, " he added. 

Asked whe the r the cr i t i c ism 
shou ld be stopped, he sa id : "If 
he (Dr M a h a t h i r ) wants to 
speak, then let h i m speak. It is 

a l l r ight because the w o r l d 
knows that we practise and 
respect democracy and sup-
port the Government 100%."
