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KUALA LUMPUR: An investiga-
tion is being carried out on the 
soil stability of U lu Klang, Am-
pang and Wangsa Maju to the 
northeast of the Federal capital 
where many landslides have 
occurred in recent years. 

Na tura l Resources and En-
v i r o n m e n t M i n i s t e r Da tuk 
Seri A z m i Kha l i d sa id the Ca-
b inet had inst ructed that in-
ves t i ga t i ons be ca r r i ed out 
because of the frequent land-
sl ides there. 

"It a l l started w i t h Highland 
Towers but over the last few 
years, the number of landslides 
in Bukit Ampang, Bukit Antara-
bangsa and Bukit Perdana has 
been frequent and the trend is 
worry ing , ' ' he said yesterday. 

He was comment ing on the 
landslide near four blocks of 
low-cost flats in Sect ion 10, 
Wangsa Ma ju , on M o n d a y 
wh i ch forced the evacuation of 
140 people. 

A z m i said once the investiga-
tion was completed, the Govern-
ment would be able to advise the 
state government and local 

councils on the do's and don'ts in 
developing the area. 

He sa id in format ion about 
soi l stabil ity and sensitivity was 
needed by the authorities be-
cause most of the area wou ld be 
developed. 

" M o s t of the land in these 
areas are a lready in private 
hands and w i l l be developed. 
The developers need to be to ld 
wha t they can and cannot do. ' ' 

Azmi said the investigation, 
w h i c h was being conducted by 
the Works Ministry , was start-

ed three months ago. 
"I w i l l meet Datuk Seri Samy 

Ve l lu on the progress of the 
findings," he said. 

A z m i said b roken under-
ground pipes could have caused 
the landslide. 

"It is un l ike ly that rainfal l 
could have caused it because 
there was only 8 m m of rain on 
the day it occurred," he said. 

W o m e n , Fami ly and C o m -
munity Development Minister 
Datuk Seri Shahrizat Abdu l Jal i l 
said the Welfare Department 
wou ld provide those affected 
w i t h rel ie f i nc lud ing food, 
c lothing and other items. 

"Each fami ly w i l l receive 
RM300, " she said. 

So far, 138 families had regis-
tered for aid. 

Hous ing and Local Govern-
ment Minister Datuk Seri Ong 
Ka T ing has asked for a report 
on the condit ion of the flats that 
were vacated. 

"Various agencies are investi-
gating the safety of the bui ld -
ings. 

" W a i t for the fu l l report 
before I comment, " he said. 
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
