
On Umno, he said the supreme 
council wou ld not name any preferred 
candidate For the three vice-president 
posts but hopes that delegates w i l l 
choose credible candidates. 

"We w i l l not do this because i f we 
make a decision, we w i l l be accused of 
not being democratic," he said, com-
menting on a suggestion by Cheras 
Umno divis ion chief Datuk Syed A l i 
Alhabshee. 

He said the supreme council also 
decided that al l state liaison commit -
tees wou ld solve any problem that 
crops up during the branch elections. 
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KUALA LUMPUR: The add i t iona l 
RM lOb i l allocated for the 8th Malays ia 
Plan w i l l not be used to fund any mega 
projects, Pr ime Minister Datuk Seri 
Abdul lah Ahmad Badawi said. 

Abdu l l ah , w h o i s also F inance 
Minister, said the addit ional al loca-
t ion approved by the Government 
w o u l d be used for programmes that 
wou l d help br ing benefit to the peo-
ple. 

"The programmes wh i ch w i l l be 
given priority are those that w i l l help 

the people boost their economic level 
as we l l as solve their social problems," 
he to ld reporters after the Umno 
supreme council meeting here yester-
day. 

Other programmes to be given pr i -
o r i t y inc luded those that were 
promised during the recent general 
election, said Abdullah, who is the act-
ing Umno president. 

On criticisms by the opposition that 
the Government d id not have a right to 
raise the al locat ion w i t hou t going 
through Parliament, Abdul lah said the 
announcement to raise the spending 

allocation did not mean that Parlia-
ment was being by-passed. 

He added that the money wou ld be 
disbursed accordingly, irrespective of 
whether the projects were b ig or 
small. 

Abdu l lah also said the Cabinet 
approved a list of priority government 
programmes for imp lementa t i on 
wh ich was presented to the Cabinet on 
Wednesday. 

"We took into consideration com-
plaints from the publ ic that there were 
not enough projects for contractors to 
take," he said.
