
Criticisms 'won't 
distract Abdullah' 

P R I M E Minister Abdul lah A h m a d Badawi said 
he w o u l d not be distracted by the cr i t ic ism 
against h im and would focus on "rol l ing out pro-
jects" to be implemented under the Nin th Ma-
laysia P lan (9MP) from next month. 

The Prime Minister said the people wanted 
h im to deliver on the Barisan Nasional's elector-
al promises and added that the problems of the 
rakyat or citizens would not be resolved if the 
projects were not implemented. 

"I have a job to do. It may not be sensational 
but there are a lot of things to do, the people 
want me to deliver," he said, adding that the ad-
ministration had already entered the mid-point 
of its five-year parliamentary term.
