
Hisham's RMlb 
shopping list 
54 new schools to be built under 9MP 
PUTRAJAYA : The Educat ion 
Minis t ry has identified 54. new 
school projects and 220 refur-
b ishment projects w o r t h 
RM1.03bi l for immediate rol l-
out under the 9th Malaysia 
Plan. 

A total of RM835.3mi l will be 
used to bui ld nine pr imary 
schools, 10 residential schools 
and 35 secondary school while 
RM195mi l has been allocated, 
for the 220 refurbishment pro-
jects. 

Minister Datuk Seri H i sham-
mudd in Tun Hussein said a fur-
ther RM980.5mi l had been allo-
cated for education projects for 
the rest of the year. 

" W e are ready, and a l l the 
pro jects a n n o u n c e d by the 
P r i m e M i n i s t e r can be i m p l e -
m e n t e d immed ia t e 1 y , " he 
t o l d reporters after his min-
i s t ry ' s pos t -Cab ine t m e e t i n g

' 'Education projects, need to 

be implemented soon because 
if they are delayed, it is our chi l -
dren w h o wil l be the losers." 

H i shammudd in also reiterat-
ed his min is t ry ' s s tand on 
b lack l i s t ing contractors w h o 
failed to deliver under the 8th 
Malaysia Plan (8MP). 

"We w i l l not tolerate contrac-
tors w h o breach the trust the 
Government has on them," he 
said. 

"There were many schools 
and computer laboratories 
shoddi ly bui l t by contractors 
under the 8MP, and they w i l l 
never be given a second chance. 

"We w i l l also not tolerate 
bribery and are looking at how 
we can take act ion against 
errant contractor," he said.
