M in is t e r Datuk Seri H i s h a m m u d -
d in Tun Husse in said he had asked 
the officials to gauge whether bidders 
were capable of carry ing out the pro-
jects or were ' 'mere ly h id ing beh ind " 
another company name. 

"They w i l l be assessed on the i r 
abi l i ty to bu i ld and complete pro-
jects, the machinery owned by the 
company and staff, as we l l as other 
cr i ter ia that we set , ' ' said H i s h a m -
muddin dur ing the groundbreaking 
ceremony of a new pr imary school 
here yesterday. 

"To me, if a school is not completed 
on t ime, it is a big betrayal . Y o u will 
have to answer to me personal ly," he 
said, adding that contractors w h o had 
been given the projects shou ld be 
t rustworthy, commi t t ed and respon-
sible. 

H i s h a m m u d d i n had announced 
last week that contractors who had 
fai led to complete projects for the 
min is t ry under the 8 th Ma lays ia P lan 
w o u l d not be g iven projects under 
the 9 M P .
