Ve would llke this Conlerence o be the beginning of o world-
wilihe-sustained sMort 1o criminalise war and Banish [t as an eption
in the settlement of disputes and conflicts betwean nations; 1o
recognise and defing war as legitinmised mass murder, ps inhuman
and unchvilised. W would Kl this cosferersn to reject war totally
and 1o accepl peate as worthy of baing the bree dxpression of the
humaneness and nobility of humanking, that peace be the ultimate
measiee af the bkevel of civilisation humanity should sirive for, shauld
nitain.

W haxd fought wars to end all wars, The First and Second Worid
Wars wara bilked as such. After killing more than T million peopio,
madming many milons more, raning mnamerable Towns and cities
bo the ground, we still have wars, we siill kave no peace.

W st up the League of Natbons after the Firs) Workd Was, bl
that failed 1o remowe dispartes from the battlefelds bo the negotist-
ing lable. During the Second World 'War the Allied nations worked
on & new post-war intermastional onganisation to enable pesceful
solutions far inbernational condlicts and 1o lmit war bo the palicing
wiork of the United Maticns Organisation only.

Bul the principal promoters themsalves immediately waged a
Codd War resulting in a terribly cosily arma race ard wars betwien
cliend slabes of the spposing blocs. And whan the Cold War was
owed, Ehere emedged one super power which was also one of the
rrin promaobers of the UN bul which now regands the UN &= irmel-
avand and & hindrance.

Bul they did not mind indtigating wars amang
noen-nuchear nations and the people 10 whom thiry Sell @ man
coatly weapons. And large numbers of people continue to be killed
i trsse wars.

Their currem
bekavior ks even leas resssuring, They have lied in order 1o go bo
wiad, in order 1o vish horeor and desth on hundreds of Ehousands
people. They conslder the killing of hall-a-milion childnen 84 & ne-
sult of the sanctions they Imposed as being worth the price-the

H wre carnol trust the demccratically elected Io secune paate
than whoem can we Inest? Democmcy has falled o ensune thal good
people ane aloched aa lnaders of the world, Insbead blatant lkars and
warmengers and e opprossors of the weak readily get re-sleched.
The cholces of keadars are of eourse the right o thelr cwn people.
But what these eleched leaders do affect us all, the peaple of the
workd, They literarily have the power of lite and death over us,

Thie risality of this s made chear when th laadars. of thess pow-
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erful counkries arrogale o thameshas the right change the govern-
mands of independent naticns, They tallk openly ol eflecting Regine
Chamge. Ard thay want to do this sven ¥ they have 1o subvert Gov-
emments, apply sanction, invade counlries, kill people, deshioy
tovms anvd citkes and precipitale civil wars, They talk of pre-empinee
wars and they openly legislate 1o legitimise their aggressbon.

Hore again the
leadors. Lo, the elected Governments, had fxiled, And so tha peopile,
the environmentaiists wene foroed to act on thelr swn, BOmD
of the thing they did were insane, were violent. Some were 160 e1-
treene, demanding that 99 back ba the Stone Age almost.
Bust the fact Is that since the environmentalists began their cam-
paign mary all over the world have taken up the cudgels. Hon-Goys
ernmental Organisations appeared everywhere and condemn fheir
N Governments and lesders for heir tailures to profect the envie

Filger's book recarded that, sver and sbowve the anticipated rate,
moene than 500,000 children died. This was reponied by the United
Hations Children's Fund - Unique. And now they have phospho-
rous bombs capable of burning the skin of living victims the way
napalen did.

In thee old days it was commaon for cities 1o be laid under slege
until hunger forced them 1o surrendar, Sanctions are present day
equivalent of slege, only the arsas and populaticns are bigger. And
the suflerings and deaths ane on & bigger scale,
The peophe could nol surmender becauso thal was mol the desined
objective.

Research is now being made into fighting future wars. The Amer-
can soidiors who will fight wars in 20-year time have been desig-
nated FW or Fulure Waeriors, 8 more glorious title than more sol-
diers. As Future Warrlors, they will be equipped with:

i} Thery LIAV - for each platoon to scout from the air

ii} Smart Helmet which will evihance vision and hearing with head-
up display to identify tangets

i) Liquid Armour which will detect bullets and harden briefly

i) Rabat Mole, or small Unmanned Ground Vehice 1o scout
tight spals - caves, sewers, funmels

w] Fast Gun firing 200 round of light-weight, ceassbess, ammi-
nition embedded in high-ignition-temparature propellant {whatever

Theee I8 no thowght at all aboul peace. Rather preparations ane
being made 1o fight future wars, 16 kill meee pecple in future con-
flicts between nations, which they have already decided must be
resatved through wars, Evary now and again a broak-through would
be reported on new ways to kill the enemy more efficlently. The idea
of killing more seen to i these powerful nations with ghee and im-
mense satisfaction.

Sa far the workd has avoided a nuclear was. Even the nuclear
pwers bear that a nuclear war would bo destructive for them as
well. The whale world may be made uninhabitable by radiation,
Chemobyl is 8 remindar of how far nuclear fall-outs can reach and
the harm they can do. The Victors will not be any safer tham the
kosers. But con we be assured that thars will B o Fuciear war in
our future,

Missiles aro baing developed to knock out missiles in mid-air
befare reaching their targets. M they are knocked oul where would
they tall? In the target country or some other couniries. Wherever,
the country would suffer death and damage from the talling non-

With each invention, with
each upgrade the couniries of the world together have io spend
trillicng bo prepare for war, which may naver come.

Perhaps here is no war bscause of the Roman dictum thal “To
hawe peace, you have io prepars for wae” But those wene the days
of bows and arrows, of swords and spears. Thay cost almast nath-
ing, Today the cosl millions and billkons. Sunely it ks bet-
tif i have & arms limitabion sgreement, to contral research into
mare killer weapons.

The arms salesmen use high-pressure methods to sell costly
sophisticaisd weapons sysiom o countries whose people can
hardey bury enough lood to aat. They want 1o recover & part of thilr
development cost. Unscrupubously they would hind that the meigh-
bors or nearty unfriendhy nations and buying such weapons. Fright-
wned or ashamed these countries are forced to buy. And & costly
s rach would sia.

All thepe because sclentists ane being pald and provided with
trillions of diollars bo deviss new weapons and to upgrade old ones.

Yl we are now faced with new coniagious diseases with ihe
posential for causing workd pandemica. The money snd ihe sclen-
lisls should be directed 1o researches to find vaccines and medi-
chna lor such disease, efc. all in urgont need of provertion and treat-
mani. Cartainly we nead 1o find treaiments for camcers, which are
afferdable, lo sl

Sclentists should take a stand against the use of their talents
tor kiling people. Like dotions thiy must swoar & solsmn oath upan
being qualified o apply their knowledge for pesceiul applications
only. During the Helocaust in Germany doctors abused thsir know-
ncige and tortured their patienls. We condemn them.

But are the scientists who develop diabolical weapon for mass
killings mny befter. They mbed b0 ask their consclence. They need 1o
ask whether they should nol come bogeiher b0 campalgn for peace,
BgairE war. d

Larayars Boo hawe a robe 1o play in the promotion of pesce. We
need intemational lmws, which will render wars illegal. We need 1o
dafing acts of war and terror. We need 1o provide propar punish-
menl for podple who commit mass killings of innocent people,
wiiitheed they be by imegulaes or they are by slected loaders of na-
tions; whether in formal wars or undeclared wars. The idea that
only the vichors hawe he right 1o prosscule the lossr |8 nedther
just nor marally righl.

There must be a properly constifubed Woeld Courl for crimes
againsd bumanity, for wars and the killing of Imnacent people. The
judges should be froe. They should be fram neutral couniries, pro-
bected from the powerful The viclors snd the vanquished musi be
charged under e same ks,

It sy o be possible to bring the guilty party of leadens af the
poweriul belors the courl. Bull the courls may iry such people in
absentia. If found guilty this should be widely publiclsed and rogues
gallery plchores cistributed. The nest of the workd should shiun siach
people and troat them as parisha. Mo one should have anything to
dha with i criminads.

Peach, lierpers agninad war,

Wa nood the conpsration of the Préss. We must persuade theem
bo work with ws, o publish condemnations of war, the strocities
commétted, the rogue leaders and rogue couriries responsiblo for
the wars waged, The prosa musd dedicated (el b the truth. The
press must ba independant, nol esnbedded in anyone's armed forces,
The press must be an active partner in the worldwide struggho for
pEmce.

The Inbermet must be weed exiensfvely S0 Ehal an allernative
maesdia would be availabbe to publish and expose les, be downloaded
and distributed.

Wa must resuscitale the United Nations and hedp R to pariom
it ceiginal role - that of resolving conflicts through negotiation and
miediaticn rathar than through wars.

The UN must b democratised. The veto of the permanent five
misf is modified so thal no single one ol them can frustrbe the
whole grganisation. Evertually the velo should be aballshed and
workl democncy establizhed.

The UN must be given ceriain powers o that the globalised
warkd will have a limied but mesningful global governmant, which
can act positively bo prevent war and masnlain peace,
