“However, we will only see the
true ‘voting tendencies’ of the
Chinese and can only hope for their
support when the time comes,”

that the “voting tendencies” of the
Chinese for the coming general elec-
tion were difficult to predict.

On certain fears that had been
voiced out by the public that Chinese
vernacular schools were in danger of
being closed down, Najib said: “Chi-
nese vernacular schools are an inte-

system and the Government sup-
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ports the development of Chinese
schools as well as other vernacular
schools.
