“The last time I heard his voice
was on Tuesday night. He knew I
was preparing for my A-Levels ex-
am and called to wish me luck,”
said the accounting student.

Azlin, a father of three, leaves
behind wife Datin Azlina Mo-
hamad and children, Amir Ashraf,
22, Amirul Akmal and Aisha
Maryam, 14.

Azlin’s cousin, Mohd Shamsir
Ariffin, 63, said Azlin had a twin
sister, Alinda, who died of an ill-
ness in Australia when she was 26
while Azlin was studying there.

“He has joined his twin sister
now,” said Shamsir. “He always
stayed connected with family
members. Be it weddings, funerals
or festivities, he would always be
there with us,” said Shamsir, a busi-
nessman based in Kundang.
