“The JKNMPP will consider all as-
pects of political funding regula-
tions, including changes of institu-
tions, monitoring and enforcement
of the laws and new regulations.

“This matter had been raised by me
and several other parties since 2009,
but did not receive any response.

“I hope everyone will accept this
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Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib Razak and his wife, Datin Seri Rosmah Mansor, distributing ‘duit raya’
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because it is not a political issue but
one of integrity.

“This is for the good of the country
as we are looking at establ
serious benchmark for funding that
isaccepted.

When asked why the political
funding plan was not accepted in
2009, Najib said it was a question
that should be posed to the oppo-
sition.

“Since they (the opposition) have
been talking about this issue, they
should walk the talk.”

He said the initiative was also part
of the Government Transformation
Programme (GTP) and National Key
Result Areas (NKRA) to create gov-
ernance and a check and balance
mechanism.

Najib said JKNMPP would con-
sider all aspects, including changes
in institutions, monitoring and en-
forcement of laws and new regu-
lations.

“JKNMPP will be an adviser to the

government on political financing
integrity. The committee will pro-
vide the forum for its members to
present their ideas to ensure a po-
litical funding mechanism and
model with integrity.

“The committee will also super-
vise efforts for consultative dia-
logues with every strata of society
throughout the country.”

Meanwhile, Bernama quoted Low
as saying that the committee was
prepared to begin its task.

“We already laid the groundwork
about two to three weeks ago.”
