for its election for party positions by
widening the number of members.
who could vote and by abolishing

the nomination quota system.

The amendments took effect six
months after Najib took over as
Umno president from Tun Abdullah
Ahmad Badawi.

He went on to retain his position
in the last party election in 2013.

Najib reassured the veterans as
well as party members in general
that he would always give priority
to Umno's struggle to defend the
Malays and bumiputras.
