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KUALA LUMPUR: The government had
“overreacted” when it sought an explanation
from Chinese Ambassador Dr Huang
Huikang over his statements in relation to
the red-shirt rally, former premier Tun Dr
Mahathir Mohamad (pix) said.

He said Huang visited Petaling Street and

was replying to questions raised by the
media relating to racial issues and the red-
shirt rally. _

“I think the government overreacted to
this. The relationship between Malaysia and
China is far greater than just the words of
the ambassador, who was concerned about
racial issues promoted by the government,”
he told a press conference yesterday.

Mabhathir said Prime Minister Datuk Seri
Najib Abdul Razak had made a speech
recently at a National Silat Federation
(Pesaka) event about Malay rights, which he
