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KUALA LUMPim: Any problem between
former premier Tim Dr Mahathir
Mohamad and Umno president and Prime
Minister Datuk Seri Najib Abdul Razak
should be solved internally like "siblings".

Meanwhile, in a separate press
conference, Pulai MP Datuk Nur Jazlan
Mohamed said Mahathir has the right to
express his opinions and Najib need not
step down as he still has both party and
public support.
