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KUALA LUMPUR: Delegates at the 
Umno general assembly have ex-
pressed their undivided support to 
Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib 
Razak to continue leading the coun-
try and party.

Keruak said issues raised at the gath-

ering had been repeated many times 
before, adding that the Malaysian 
Anti Co r rup t i on Commiss ion 
(MACC), tasked with the job of in-
vestigating lMalaysia Development 
Bhd (1MDB) and the alleged RM2.6 
billion donation, had issued many 

statements on the matters. 
"1MDB has issued state-

ments more than once. It 
issued another statement 
today.

But when replies 
are given, they ignore the 
replies and keep asking the
