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"If the matter is not
addressed now, we will face a
greater challenge in the next
general election," he said.

He said the crisis could have
been resolved earlier if
Palanivel had stepped down
from his position.

"But as he has refused to do
so, we will fight," he said.

He said the issue with the
Registrar of Societies (ROS)
has raised fears that the party
would be de-registered.
