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Ummi Hamda ftii,*a Key witness 
to former opposition leader Datuk 
Seri Anwar Ibrahim's sodomy case, 
was also among the stream of visi-
tors. 

Ummi, who is a member of the 
Gombak Wanita division, said she 
was very disappointed with the 
developments and declared that 
she was quitting the party. 

Muhyiddin's brother Tan Sri 
Abdul Aziz said the former deputy 
prime minister was holding up 
well. 

"There's nothing to be sad about. 
Ifs part of politics," he said, adding 
that Muhyiddin's only plan was to 
help strengthen the party. 

Former Rural and Regional 
Development Minister Datuk Seri 
Mohd Shafie Apdal, who was also 
dropped from the Cabinet, was 
among those who were at 
Muhyiddin's house. 

"Never be worried and never be 
sad when you fight for the people," 
he said as he left the house.
