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KUALA LUMPUR: P r ime Min i s t e r 
Datuk Seri Najib Razak yesterday ex-
pressed his gratitude over the return 
of ali 22 crew members of the MT 
Orkim Harmony. 

"Alhamdulillah (praise be to God), 
all 22 members of MT Orkim Har-
mony have been reieased this morn-
ing.(Friday). 

"Thank you to all who worked to 
secure their safe release," he posted 
on Twitter yesterday. 

The vessei was taken over by pi-
rates iast Thursday en route from 
Maiacca to the Kuantan Port. 

After a search-and-rescue opera-
tion, the boat was recovered yes-
terday, together with its 22-member 
crew, 16 of whom are Maiaysians. 

Meanwhile, Najib also said fasting 
served as a reminder for Muslims to 
be more disciplined, firm and pa-
tient in facing any temptation dur-
ing Ramadan. 

Via a radio broadcast from his biog

"The federal and state govern-
ments will provide food, medicines 
and shelter to the victims. 

"I pray that the situation will turn 
around soon," he said via a Facebook 
post yesterday. 

Comment ing on the recently 
passed Animal Welfare Act, Najib,
