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KU$LA LUMPUR: Umno vice-president 
Datuk Seri Hishammuddin Hussein has 
denied Tun Dr Mahathir Mohamad's claims 
that Umno members are not allowed to raise, 
at the upcoming Umno general assembly, 
any issues relating to iMalaysia Development 
Bhd (iMDB) and the RM2.6 billion donation 
to Prime Minister Datuk Seri Najib Abdul 
Razak's account. 

"That's not true because all the motions 
raised and debates that will be held are based 
on the proposals submitted by the various 
divisions and branches themselves.

On Monday, Mahathir wrote on his blog 
chedet.cc that matters relating to iMDB and 
the RM2.6 billion in the prime minister's 
account would not be raised during the 
meeting.
