Earlier, Dr Wan A21zah visited the
relief centre at SK Gual Tinggi in
Rantau Panjang at about 10am. She
was welcomed by Kelantan Pakatan
Harapan chairman Senator Datuk
Husam Musa, who is also chairman
of the Kemubu Agriculture Develop-
ment Authority.

She was then given a briefing on
the flood situation by Pasir Mas dis-
trict officer Nik Mohamed Noor Nik
Ishak.

Dr Wan Azizah distributed food
kits to the evacuees, some of whom

She told reporters that there was a
need to improve readiness as the
monsoon season would last until
February or March.

She said the government would
also look into a more holistic solution
to the annual floods in other areas
besides Rantau Panjang, Pasir Mas
and Tumpat.

Asked about the facilities at the
relief centres, Dr Wan Azizah said

several matters could be improved by
taking into account the sensitivities o
the evacuees.

“The facilities for mothers witt
small children, especially mattresse:
for infants, can be better,” she added

Dr Wan Azizah later visited the
flood relief centre at SK Seri Payong
in Jerteh, Terengganu, where 16
people from 36 families had beer
sheltering for the past five days. —
