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TUDENTS who have

graduated last year or are

graduating this year and

have yet to secure jobs
have been urged to take full ad-
vantage of the government’s Ca-
reer Advancement Programme
(CAP), known as Penjana KPT-
CAP.

Prime Minister Tan Sri Muhyid-
din Yassin, in making the call,
said the RM100 million Penjana
KPT-CAP programmes would
help graduates attune them-
selves to new demands in the job
market brought about by the
Covid-19 pandemic.

“I was told that starting today,
graduates can send in their ap-
plications for relevant pro-
grammes under the Penjana
KPT-CAP.

“Therefore, I would like to urge
all graduates of last year and this
year who have yet to find jobs to
take advantage of the pro-

grammes as they could help in- .

crease your employability.

“Unlike other upskilling and re-
skilling programmes, the Pen-
jana KPT-CAP is unique because
we will ensure that every grad-
uate gets a job as the courses are
designed to cater to the demand
of companies,” he said in his
speech when launching the al-
location for the Penjana KPT-
CAP.

The Penjana KPT-CAP, which
aims to reskill and upskill the
participating graduates, consists
of three sub-programmes, name-
ly “Place and Train”, a compe-
tency training by industry play-
ers; “Entrepreneurship”, which
will offer insights on the vital
know-how of kick-starting a com-
pany; and “Gig Economy” pro-
grammes, which provide compe-
tency training.

Penjana KPT-CAP, to begin
next month, will be conducted
by academics, practitioners and
industry players at selected
higher education institutions
nationwide. They are catered to
graduates who did not manage
to secure jobs last year as well as
those who have graduated this
year.

Muhyiddin said entrepreneur-
ship should also be explored by
fresh graduates as it could create
more job opportunities for
Malaysians.

“I'was told that the Higher Ed-
ucation Ministry is ensuring the
continuity of entrepreneurship
programmes in public univer-
sities. I hope this plan will fur-
ther empower our en-
trepreneurship agenda in uni-
versities,” he said.

Meanwhile, the prime minister,
at an earlier event, officiated the
launch of the Malaysia Urban Fo-
rum 2020.

The three-day forum, themed
“Sustainable Urban Nation 2030
— The Transformative Pathway
and Actions to Deliver the Sus-
tainable Agenda”, provides a
platform for experts and partic-
ipants to share and deliberate
ideas, solutions and progress
made towards the implementa-
tion of Sustainable Development
Goals.

Muhyiddin, in his speech, said
the urban population was expect-
ed to increase from 77 per cent to
80 per cent or 26 million people
by 2030.

This, he noted, would require
solutions to challenges, includ-

" ing waste management, traffic

problems, air pollution, afford-

able housing, power supply and
public transportation.

He said cities and urban en-
vironments in Malaysia must be
age and gender-friendly in order
to meet the demographic
changes. Malaysia, he said,
would become an ageing society
by 2045, in which 14 per cent of
the population would be 65 and
above.

Muhyiddn also urged all min-
istries and agencies at all levels to
strengthen their bottom-up feed-
back systems, which would then
enable everyone to better coor-
dinate action plans and effective
implementation of government
policies. :

“With just 10 years to achieve
the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development, we should not only
address the challenges and as-
pirations mentioned.

“We need to report and show
our action plans, progress and
efforts towards the achieve-
ment of the Sustainable Devel-
opment Goals in view of the vi-
sion for Malaysia to be a sus-
